Philadelphia Gulf Refinery Fire Anniversary: At 11:00 AM on Sunday 

August 17, 2025, Fireman’s Hall Museum will mark the 50th anniversary 

of the Gulf Refinery Fire at the memorial in front of the museum bay 

doors, honoring the eight firefighters who gave their lives fighting the 

famous eleven-alarm blaze over 24 hours. In preparation for the 

occasion, the front of the museum is being cleaned and repainted 

around the eight memorial plaques set there within the sidewalk. 

2nd Street will be closed off to vehicle traffic that morning as the 

department and city gather to remember these fallen heroes.
